(¢) Acquisition of Land | or to Federal Approval. Mr. C' Kk presented the memorandum
dated Februvary 21, 1968 entitled Permission to Acquire Land Prior to Federal Approval

It was explained in the memorandum that acquisition of land prior to BOR approval

cannot be done under BOR policy requirements but can be permitted with HUD spplications
with HUD applications with no guarantee by HUD that they will provide the monies. The
staff recommended that local agencies be allowed to purchase land in projects approved

by the IAC and awaiting Federal Agency approval provided that, (1) the federal agency
involved has notified the applicant in writing that acquisition of the subject property
can proceed without jeopardizing the federal application; (2) the applicant agency shall
comply with all procedures undertsken in the normal processing of an acquisition project,
such as requirements for appraisals, etc.; (3) an executed IAC project agreement be on file
with the IAC; and (4) in the event the property is purchased, but the federal agency does
not approve the project, the local agency could request reallocation of funds from other
sources with the IAC, Assuming that no other federal fund sources would be available,
such a project could be considered for an amendment to increase the state mateching share
to 75 percent as provided by the December 8, 1967 decision to ",..change policy from 25
percent matching to 75 percent matching when there are no federal funds available and
after all sources of federal funds have been exhausted."

After considerable discussion MR, BIGGS MOVED TO TABLE THIS RECOMMENDATION UNTIL THE

MAY MEETING. SECONDED BY MR, PRAHL, Mr, Biggs asked the staff if they know of any
agencies that would lose their land if this were tabled until May, Mr. Huntsinpillar,
Director of Parks and Recreation for Kirkland stated that the City of Kirkland would
tose several parcels. The question was called for on Mr, .Biggs' motion to table. There
were four (4) ves, five (5) no. MOTION LOST.

MR, COLE MOVED AND IT WAS DULY SECONDED THAT THE COMMITTEE ADOPT THE STAFF RE COMMENDAT 10N

(d) Whatcom County Appeal. The Committee's attention was directed to the memorandum dated
February 20, 1968, entitled Whatcom County Appeal for Change in Site location., Mr. Ken
Hertz, Director of Parks and Recreation for Whatcom County appealed to the Committee about
the staff determination that a change in the location of an approved project for a boat
launch ramp six miTes outside of Bellingham to a new location in the City of Bellingham
constituted a new project even though it was for the same purpose and the same amount of
money. Mr, Hendrickson spoke for the staff with the recommendation that the appeal be
denied because it set a precedent that would be administratively inappropriate and this
would run contrary to what we have advised other local agencies, Also the property should
have been site inspected and rated as are other project proposals, MR. ODEGAARD MOVED,
SECONDED BY MR, BIGGS THAT WHATCOM COUNTY BE ALLOWED TO AMEND THEIR BOAT RAMP PROJECT TO
THE NEW LOCATION IF THE FOLLOWING 1S CARRIED OUT (1) THAT IT BE SITE INSPECTED AND FOUND
TO MEET ALL THE CRITERIA FOR QUALIFICATION (FPROJECTS (2) THAT A LETTER WITH A COPY OF

THE DEED BE SENT TO IAC STAFF SHOWING THAT THE LAND USED FOR THE PARKING LOT HAS BEEN

. Department; a representative of the State Parks and Recreation Commission: Mr.
(’ ~Stan Scott, State Game Department; Mr. Al 0'Donnell, Department of Natural
Resources; a representative from the Bureauv of Outdoor Recreation; and Ed
Putnam, Chairman. The function of this subcommittee will be to review present
procedures and pertinent manuals and make recommendations to the IAC at the
May meeting for expediting project flow process particularly with reference
to th% following: (1) Options. (2) Appraisals. (3) Emergency Prcjects, A
reporr will be submitted to Mr. Hendrickson prior to Committee presentation,

(g) Receipt of Agepgy_ﬂ;ograﬂs Mr. Hendrickson's memorandum of February 16,
1968, concerning the six-yeai capital budget program was presented to the Com-
mittee. Mr. Milt Martin presented the Parks and Recreation Commission program

for :the immediate biennia. Mr. Bell stated that the Committee will accept

this report and it will be studied and filed.. Mr., Cole presented the Department
of Natural Resources program for the immediate biennia (red booklet). Mr., Bell
stated that the Committee will accept this report and it will be studied and filed.
Mr, Biggs introduced Stan Scott who presented the Game Department program for

the immediate biennia (blue booklet). Mr., Bell stated that the Committee will
accept this report and it will be studied and filed, Mr. Bell stated that if
